We are now organizing the largest water garden and ornamental fish show New England has ever seen.

With our new advertising strategy and this year’s new venue it will surely be a successful show for our

vendors. We know that when you succeed, you’ll be back.

Vendor spaces:

Attached is the layout we will be using. It is subject to change to accommodate additional vendors. Each
booth space is individually numbered. Vendors who attended in 2007 get preference on the space until
January 1, 2008. We cannot guarantee a particular location to non-repeat vendors until after January 1,
2008, but we can assure there will be a booth for those who reserve now. Booths are assigned on a first

come first serve basis. Have a special need or request? Contact Al Fuller and he will do his best.

All vendors:

We supply one table, drape & rails and a small company sign. Electricity is available, but you should
plan on bringing your own extension cords. Parking is $5.00 the days of the show. Each vendor will

receive two free parking passes (one for each day) per booth.

Wet vendors:

We have a few 6-foot diameter hard tanks for a rental of $50.00 each, if you reserve them by May 1st,
2008. First come, first serve. Please plan to bring everything you need – air pumps, tubing, air stones,

dechlorinator, nets, covers, tubs, bags, rubber bands and a 100’ garden hose. Do not forget a small pump
and hose to do water changes. For fish health assurance, we will not have any equipment for borrowing.
We will have vendors selling new air pumps, air stones, tubing, etc. to those who forget something, but

cannot assure their availability.
